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1.1 Purpose. The Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (“Department” or “DCEO”) is responsible for implementing a component of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), Funding Opportunity Number: DE-FOA-0000052, CFDA Number: 81.041, State Energy Program (SEP).  The purpose of the ARRA funds distributed to states through the SEP is to:
· Stimulate the creation or increase retention of jobs

· Save energy

· Increase energy generation from renewable sources

· Reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions 

· Leverage funds to maximize the number projects supported through ARRA funds
Through the State Energy Program, DCEO will administer the ARRA Green Roofs Program (“Program”).   The focus of the Program is to support development of cost-effective green roof projects that increase energy efficiency, clean and retain rainwater, and reduce "Urban Heat Island Effects."  Implementing such measures will also enhance economic development in the state of Illinois through job creation and business development.   The Program is targeted at cities with a population of greater than 50,000.
1.2
Authority and Funding. The Department is authorized by 20 ILCS 1105/3 to administer for the State any energy programs and activities under federal law, regulation or guidelines.  Projects under these guidelines will be funded, in whole or in part, with funds appropriated by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. 111-5, (Recovery Act or Act).  The Recovery Act’s purposes are to stimulate the economy and to create and retain jobs.  The Act gives preference to activities that can be started and completed expeditiously.  Accordingly, special consideration will be given to projects that promote and enhance the objectives of the Act, especially job creation, preservation and economic recovery, in an expeditious manner.

Be advised that special terms and conditions may apply to projects funded by the Act, based on provisions included in Titles XV and XVI of the Act.   The exact terms and conditions will be provided as soon as available.   
1.3
Anticipated Funding.  The Department expects to award up to $1 million under this solicitation.  The Department may issue an additional solicitation at a later date if funding is available.  

1.4
Definitions. The terms used in this document have the meanings set forth below. Words and terms not defined here, if defined in the Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS 5) will have the meanings as defined therein. 
“Applicant” means (i) an Illinois unit of state or local government, association, public or private school, college or university, (ii) a not-for-profit organization or private company licensed to transact business in Illinois, or (iii) individual(s) proposing a Green Roof project in Illinois. 

“Applicant Investment” means the amount of funds that the applicant will contribute to the project, including its own contributions and funds from other financial partners or contributors.  All proposed matching expenditures (in-kind and cash) must only be directly related project expenditures and must not include the costs or in-kind values of items that are not being used as part of the proposed project.  
“Application” means a request for ARRA Green Roofs Program funds by submitting the required information, on the Department’s approved forms and attachments as prescribed in these guidelines. 
“Entity” means any applicant submitting an application to the Department.

"Extensive Green Roofs" means green roofs that are 6 inches or shallower and are frequently designed to satisfy specific engineering and performance goals.
"Grantee" means an entity that has been awarded a grant.

"Green Roofs" means thins layers of living vegetation installed on top of conventional flat or sloping roofs.
“Impact Reporting Period” means the length of time after project completion that the grantee is required to submit project impact data to the Department.

“Installer” means a licensed, bonded, and insured contractor authorized to conduct business in the state of Illinois.
"Intensive Green Roofs" means green roofs that are usually deeper than 6 inches and may become quite deep and merge into more familiar on-structure plaza landscapes with promenades, lawn, large perennial plants, and trees. 
“Project” means an eligible Green Roofs project that the Department agrees to fund through the ARRA Green Roofs Program.

“Project Completion Date” means the date that all grant tasks are complete, aside from reporting and monitoring, and equipment is installed and operational.
“Proprietary, Privileged or Confidential Commercial Information” means any process or design exclusively owned under trademark, patent or in the process of becoming patented, or other information that falls within an applicable exemption under the Illinois Freedom of lnformation Act (5 ILCS 140/1 et seq.).

"Urban Heat Island Effect" means the difference in temperature between a city and the surrounding countryside.

2.1
Project Location. Eligibility is limited to projects physically located in the cities identified in the U.S. Census Bureau July 2007 population estimate as having a population over 50,000 people.   Projects in other locations will be considered with documentation that the project will reduce the “Urban Heat Island Effect”.
2.2
Grant Award. 
2.2.1
Maximum incentive for the Illinois Green Roofs Program is $10/sq. ft. The Department may provide up to, but not more than, a grant award equal to 50 percent of eligible project costs per project for private businesses, public sector and non-profit entities.  The maximum grant award is $100,000 for an Illinois Green Roof project.  Funding decisions are made as funding is available and the Department is not obligated to provide the maximum grant amount. The Department reserves the right to review applications and provide lower grant amounts.

2.2.2
Applicant Investment.  The applicant must contribute a minimum of 25 percent of the total project cost, through its own contributions or funds from other financial partners.  Applicant investment cannot include funds from public incentive programs such as the State Energy Program, Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant, Illinois Clean Energy Community Foundation, and Federal Business Energy Investment Tax Credits.  

2.2.3
The Director reserves the right and may elect to waive the maximum grant limitation and other Program parameters upon a finding that such waiver is appropriate to accomplish the purpose of the Program. The Director has the authority to implement pilot projects under this RFA.

2.3
Project Completion:  As required by ARRA, projects must be completed before February 17, 2012.
2.4
Eligible Projects/Equipment. This Program is for green roof installations of both new construction and re-roofing projects, including architecture review of the additional load.  Eligibility is limited to project costs for the purchase and installation of the multiple layers required to develop a Green Roof project, and related design and architectural review as appropriate.
2.4.1
The growing media, drainage materials, and plants should be supplied by greenhouses, landscape businesses, retail outlets, and green roof contractors or otherwise supplied in such a manner as not to significantly disturb land or the environment.   
2.4.2
All green roof projects involving new construction must have substantially completed all NEPA required environmental assessments or environmental impact statements prior to or at the time of application in order to be considered for an award.  (See Section 3.6 below.)
2.5
Ineligible Projects And Costs. The following projects are not eligible for funding under these guidelines: projects located outside the cities identified in the U.S. Census Bureau as having a population of 50,000 or larger, unless the applicant demonstrates the “Heat Island” benefits of the project, or projects involving the installation of green roofs at single-family residences. 
None of the funds provided under this agreement derived from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. 111-5 may be used: 
· for any casino or other gambling establishment, aquarium, zoo, golf course, or swimming pool. 

· for construction, such as construction of mass transit systems and exclusive bus lanes, or for the construction or repair of buildings or structures.
· to purchase land, a building or structure or any interest therein.
· to subsidize fares for public transportation.
· to subsidize utility rate demonstrations or State tax credits for energy conservation or renewable energy measures. 

· to conduct or purchase equipment to conduct research, development or demonstration of energy efficiency or renewable energy techniques and technologies not commercially available.

In addition, Program funds cannot be used for the following purposes:

· Grantee’s routine and general operating/administrative expenses including: 

· Costs for applicant personnel

· Purchase of consumable/disposable items

· Fees for collection services

· Rental, lease or purchase of real property (land or buildings)
· Lease payment for equipment and machinery
As general policy, grant funds may not be expended to reimburse a grantee for project-related expenditures incurred prior to the effective date of ARRA (February 17, 2009).  In no event will the Department be liable for any project-related expenditure incurred by the applicant if (a) the Department rejects the application in accordance with these guidelines, or (b) the Department and the applicant are unable to successfully execute a grant agreement. In addition, expenses incurred prior to the effective date of ARRA (February 17, 2009) may not be used to meet the applicant investment requirement.
2.6
 Installer Requirements. An installer of the Green Roof must be licensed to transact business in the state of Illinois and maintain appropriate types and levels of insurance coverage.


3.1
Grant Payments.  The grant agreement shall provide specific conditions and instructions of grant payments.  Grant funds shall be dispersed on a cash needs basis and upon submittal and approval of appropriate costs documentation.  Grantees are required to have internet access to request grant funds.
3.2
Reporting Requirements/Project Monitoring.  Grantees will be required to submit monthly progress and expenditure reports in accordance with the requirements of the grant agreement.  The Department reserves the right to structure reporting requirements on a project-specific basis.  The grant agreement may require the reporting of performance data for 12 months or longer following the project completion date.  For example, grantees will be required to submit reports documenting the number of jobs created and retained as a result of the project.  The Department project manager will monitor the grantee’s compliance with the terms of the grant agreement to include verification of both sales transactions and equipment installation. Grantees will be required to certify the project completion date through a site visit or other means deemed acceptable by the Department.

3.3
Freedom of Information Act/Confidential Information.  Applications that are funded are subject to disclosure, in response to requests received under provisions of the Freedom of Information Act (5 ILCS 140/1 et seq.).  Information that could reasonably be considered to be proprietary, privileged or confidential commercial or financial information should be identified as such in the application.  The Department will maintain the confidentiality of that information only to the extent permitted by law.
3.4
Authority/Approvals.  The applicant’s signature on the application form attached as Appendix A is its certification that all authorizations required to perform the project have either been obtained or will be obtained no later than 90 days following the grant beginning date set forth in the Notice of Grant Award issued by DCEO.
3.5
Legal Compliance.  The applicant must certify on the application that the project complies with all applicable state, federal, and local environmental and zoning laws, ordinances, and regulations and that all permits, licenses, etc., required to perform the project have either been obtained or will be obtained no later than 90 days following the grant application date or grant beginning date.
3.6
National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA).  All projects receiving financial assistance from DOE must be reviewed under the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) of 1969 – 42 U.S.C. Section 4321 et seq.  Prior to the award of grant funds, applicants must submit required information to the Department regarding the potential environmental impacts of the project receiving DOE funds.  Applicants must comply with all DOE NEPA requirements as directed by the Department.  If DOE determines that NEPA requires the preparation of an environmental assessment (EA) or environmental impact statement (EIS) for a proposed project, the applicant will be responsible for paying the cost of preparing an EA or EIS.  Preparation of these types of NEPA documents can require six to twenty-four months.  Accordingly, the Department reserves the right to determine whether the proposed project is consistent with the objectives of the ARRA regarding expenditure of funds within the time periods allowed for by the statute.  
3.7
Dissemination of Information/Technology Transfer.  Grantees will be contractually required to allow the Department access to the project site and the ability to obtain, publish, disseminate or distribute any and all information obtained from the project (except any data or information that has been negotiated as being confidential or proprietary), without restriction and without payment or compensation by the Department.
3.8
Grant Duration/Performance Period.  The grant term/performance period will be determined on a project specific basis.  Grantees will be required to certify the project completion date to the Department.  The grant agreement may require up to 24 months of project impact data following the project completion date.

3.9
Ownership/Use of Equipment.  The grant agreement will specifically prohibit the sale, lease, transfer, assignment, or encumbrance of any equipment or material purchased with grant funds, without the express written approval of the Department for the duration of 5 years or end of product life, whichever is less.  In the event of a grantee's failure to comply with this requirement, the grant agreement will provide that the Department may, at its discretion, require the grantee to return all grant funds provided by the Department, require the grantee to transfer to the state ownership of equipment and material purchased with grant funds and bar the grantee from consideration for future funding.  The Department reserves the right to require the grantee to give it a purchase money security interest in equipment purchased with grant funds for the duration of the grant term.   

3.10
Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. 3141-3148).  The grantee must comply with the requirements of the Federal Davis-Bacon Act in order to receive any funding under this grant.  In the construction of any project funded directly by or assisted in whole or in part by and through funding appropriated by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, the grantee must comply with the requirements of the Davis-Bacon Act, including, but not limited to, inserting into all contracts for such construction a stipulation to the effect that all projects funded directly by or assisted in whole or in part by and through funding appropriated by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act must be paid wages at rates not less than those prevailing on projects of a character similar in the locality as determined by subchapter IV of Chapter 31 of title 40, United States Code.  The provisions of the Davis-Bacon Act apply to both contractors and sub-contractors.

3.11
Prevailing Wage Requirements.  Grantees are responsible for determining if their projects will trigger compliance with the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS 130/0.01).  The Department will not render a legal opinion as to the applicability of the Prevailing Wage Act to any project.  Questions regarding the applicability of Prevailing Wage requirements may be referred to the Illinois Department of Labor at (312) 793-2800 or (217) 782-6206.  Attorney General Opinion No. 00-018, which addresses applicability of Prevailing Wage requirements, may be accessed on the Attorney General’s Web site at <http://www.ag.state.il.us/opinions/2000/00-018.html>.
3.12
State Not Liable.  Grantee shall hold the State of Illinois harmless from any and all claims, demands, and actions based upon or arising out of any services performed by grantee or by their agents or employees under a grant agreement.  The Department, by entering into a grant agreement, does not pledge or promise to pledge the assets of the state nor does it promise to pay any compensation to the grantee from any moneys of the treasury or the state except such moneys as shall be appropriated and paid to the grantee by the Department.
3.13
Indemnity.  The grantee agrees to assume all risks of loss and to indemnify and hold the Department, its officers, agents and employees, harmless from and against any and all liabilities, demands, claims, damages, suits, costs, fees, and expenses, incidents thereto, for injuries or death to persons and for loss of, damage to, or destruction of property because of the grantee's negligence, intentional acts or omissions.  In the event of any demand or claim, the Department may elect to defend any such demand or claim against the Department and will be entitled to be paid by the grantee for all damages.

3.14
Insurance.  The grantee shall provide Workers' Compensation Insurance or the same, as required, and shall accept full responsibility for the payment of Unemployment Insurance, premiums for Workers' Compensation, Social Security, and retirement and health insurance benefits, as well as all income tax deductions required by law for its employees who are performing services specified by the grant agreement.
3.15
Return of Funds.  The grantee shall return to the Department any and all funds that are determined by the Department to have been spent in violation of the grant agreement.

4.1
Illinois Green Roofs Grant Application. Green Roof grant applications must be printed or typed on the Department’s current approved forms included with these guidelines. 
4.1.1
Each application submitted under these guidelines must include all of the information required in the grant application documentation set forth in the Appendices, including the NEPA Environmental Checklist.
4.1.2
The applicant must submit 1 original paper copy of the application document with original signatures, 3 additional copies of the application document for review purposes, and a complete PDF electronic copy of the entire application and attachments (use a CD, if necessary).  

4.1.3  
Applications under these guidelines must be received no later than 4:30 p.m., October 1, 2009, in the DCEO office identified below.  The Department will not accept faxed applications.

To conserve resources, applications should be printed duplex (two-sided) on post consumer content recycled paper and should not exceed 25 pages in length, including attachments.  The use of 3-ring binders or other elaborate covers is strongly discouraged.  
4.2
General Review and Evaluation.  The Program will solicit and receive applications through a competitive Request-for-Application process.  The Department will evaluate every timely submitted proposal in the following manner:  Proposals will be evaluated (i) to determine whether the proposed project meets the project eligibility criteria specified in Section 2 of the RFA and (ii) to determine whether, based on the information supplied in the application documentation, the proposal demonstrates sufficient likelihood of actual project development.  Proposals satisfying requirements (i) and (ii) will be evaluated on the basis of the evaluation criteria specified in Section 4.3 below.
4.3
Evaluation Criteria. Evaluation criteria have been developed to assist the Department in identifying those projects that display the most potential for achieving the goals and objectives of the Illinois Green Roofs Program. Applications satisfying the requirements of Section 2 and Section 4.1 will be evaluated on the basis of the following criteria:
4.3.1
Application Quality: Overall quality of the application document with regard to the written project description, including organizational profile, measurable goals and objectives, clearly identified tasks and activities in a well developed work plan, budget, timelines, and easily identifiable deliverables.

4.3.2
Applicant Capacity: Capability of the applicant organization, including previous organizational experience and the credentials of the project management team that are relevant to the project goals, and the availability of additional professional resources.
4.3.3
Feasibility of Project Plan: Likelihood of project completion, potential to accomplish defined goals and objectives, technical feasibility, and potential replicability within the state of Illinois.

4.3.4
Project Benefits:  

Economic Development/Job Creation: Potential for the project to support economic development in the state of Illinois though job creation and business development.


Energy Savings: Potential for the project to save energy by reducing the "Urban Heat Island Effect" and providing building insulation and shading of the external surface of the building.

Community Cost Savings Opportunities: Potential for the project to increase storm water retention and decrease the need to expand or rebuild related infrastructure.

Greenhouse Gas (GHG) Emission Reductions: Potential for the project to reduce GHG, measured in CO2 reduced. 

Improved Air Quality and Water Retention:  Potential for the project to provide storm water retention, water filtration and temporary delay of storm water runoff  and to improve air quality through filtration of airborne particulates and photosynthesis.  

Cost-effectiveness:  Jobs created, energy saved, and GHG reduced per grant dollar.


4.3.5
Timeliness of Projects: The date by which the project will complete key milestones of the project. Preference will be given to projects that plan to be started and completed expeditiously.

4.3.6
Leveraged Funds: The portion or percentage of project cost that will be funded by the applicant or other funding sources.  Preference will be given to projects that make effective use of available private and public funding sources to ensure project viability.

4.3.7 
Other Criteria:  Other criteria as determined by the Department to be in the best interest of the State of Illinois. 

4.4
Rejection of Applications. The Department reserves the right to reject any application. The submission of an application under these guidelines confers no right upon any applicant. The Department is not obligated to award any grants under this Program, to pay any costs incurred by the applicant in the preparation and submission of an application, or pay any project related costs incurred prior to the grant beginning date.
