Changes to Toxics Release Inventory (TRI) Reporting Requirements 

Toxics Release Inventory (TRI) reporting requirements changed on March 11, 2009, as a result of a change in federal law. The 2009 Omnibus Appropriations Act, returned TRI reporting requirements back to the rules in effect prior to December 22, 2006. These changes affect TRI reports due July 1, 2009.

The change requires that all reports on persistent, bioaccumulative, and toxic (PBT) chemicals be submitted on "Form R," the more detailed form. For all other chemicals the shorter form, “Form A” may be used only if the "annual reporting amount" is 500 pounds or less and that the chemical was manufactured, processed or otherwise used in an amount not exceeding 1 million pounds during the reporting year.  Due to the timing of the legislation, facility owners and operators, including many small businesses, may not have as much time as usual to prepare TRI estimates, and they may not have acquired or retained the relevant data from 2008. Owners or operators of facilities may use readily available data, or where such data are not available, reasonable estimates, of the amounts involved, in completing the Form R.

Recent Area Source NESHAPs Issued by USEPA

Area sources, which are typically small businesses, are sources that emit, or have the potential to emit in the absence of controls, less than 10 tons per year (tpy) of any single hazardous air pollutant (HAP) or 25 tpy or less of any combination of HAP.

Illinois Updates

Illinois EPA Announces the Release of its Final Smoke Management Plan 

The Illinois EPA has developed a statewide Smoke Management Plan (SMP) to address smoke from prescriptive fires (prairie and forest) used to achieve resource benefits. The goals of the SMP are to coordinate with land managers to develop a basic framework of procedures and requirements for managing smoke from prescribed fires; to avoid significant deterioration of air quality and potential NAAQS violations; to mitigate the nuisance and public safety hazards posed by smoke intrusions into populated areas; and to avoid visibility impacts in Federal Class I Areas.

Stimulus Money Impact on the Illinois EPA Programs
The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, better known as the “stimulus” legislation signed into law by President Obama, is expected to provide a substantial increase in the Clean Water and Drinking Water low-interest revolving loan programs administered by Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). The programs provide financing to communities for such projects as wastewater treatment plant upgrades and expansions, new sewer lines, drinking water treatment plant modifications and expansions, and new or replacement water distribution systems.  Additionally, there is stimulus money available in the Brownfields Redevelopment Program, the Leaking Underground Storage Tank Program, and the Diesel Emission Reduction Program.
